	· Creates very confident and fluent responses.

· Clarity of delivery with excellent pronunciation and intonation.
	· Creates confident and fluent responses

· Some errors in pronunciation which do not affect communication
	· Creates an acceptable standard of fluency but lacks some confidence.

· More frequent errors in pronunciation which still do not affect communication 
	· Fluency is staggered, confidence is below an acceptable standard

· Communication is hindered by mispronunciation 
	· Fluency, pronunciation and delivery are at a standard where minimal communication takes place.

· occasional problems in conveying meaning
	· displays limited accuracy 

· limited vocabulary and structures of the language

· meaning is not conveyed on a number of occasions
	· displays limited vocabulary or structures of the  language with minimum meaning conveyed
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
